Young lions are bold, fierce, and unscrupulous. They do not hesitate from any deed of depredation, and yet, for all that, marauders as they are, they sometimes lack and suffer hunger. 

They are like many men in the world—strong and cunning men, thoroughly up-to-date—smart, sharp men. If anybody could be well supplied, one would think they should be. But how many of them go to bankruptcy and ruin in spite of all their cunning? And with all their unscrupulousness, they manage, at last, so often to come to a bitter end. They lack and suffer from hunger.
