So, If you are like Peter the denier; 
If you are like Paul the persecutor, blasphemer and cruel oppressor; 
If you are like David the adulterer; 
If you are like the sinner who ate the fruit in the garden;
If you are like the thief who hung next to Jesus on the cross; 
Jesus has covered everyone’s sins.
