	Jesus was known as (1) a prophet (2) powerful in deed (3) powerful in word (4) with God
	They blamed the chief priests and rulers

	They thought He would be the Messiah to restore honor to Israel

	“It is the 3rd day.”
		They heard His body was missing, but they could not imagine they would see Him again

	V 18	“Are you the only one who does not know what had happened?”

   V 27 	having begun from Moses, and from all the prophets, he was expounding to them in all the 	Prophets the things about himself.
			
Job 19:25-27 - “As for me, I know that my Redeemer lives,
And at the last He will take His stand on the earth.
“Even after my skin is destroyed,
Yet from my flesh I shall see God;
Whom I myself shall behold,
And whom my eyes will see and not another.
My heart faints within me!  [I.e. I am overwhelmed at the thought]

God provided a garment of righteousness for Adam
(1) Jesus referenced the sacrifice of Isaac – God
	Adam’s solution of leaves was not going to work
	God’s covering of a sacrificed animal was sufficient
(2) Jesus referenced the ark
	Noah had to be on the ark to be saved
	Noah believed God and obeyed His instructions
(3) Jesus referenced the sacrifice of Abraham
	Just as he provided a substitute for Isaac, he does it for us
	But it had to be a blood sacrifice
(4) Jesus referenced the tenth plague with Moses
	When blood was on the doorposts, God passed over
(5) Jesus referenced His connection with David
	He is the Messiah who will be on the throne forever
(6) Jesus referenced Jonah
	Just like Jonah was in the fish for 3 days, He was in the ground for 3 days
(7) Jesus referenced the prophecies He fulfilled
	Several hundred

Hospitality required that they invite Him in
	That was when He revealed Himself and when they understood
